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Give this the best of 
your attention 
please...it’s from Sarah the 
manager at the Cornerstone 
Cafe  in Grove. 
“Should you want to visit the 
Post Office in Grove, the laun-
derette or even the    tattoo 
parlour, you’d be    forgiven for 
missing the   unassuming unit on the cor-
ner which is the  Cornerstone Cafe .  
However it’s worth visiting. This is the old-
est community cafe  in the area. Unusually 
in 1995 four churches got together to set 
up a cafe  to serve the expanding communi-
ties in the area.  
They found a retail unit in the Grovelands 
shopping centre off Newlands Drive, 
equipped it and set up a charitable trust to 
run it. 28 years on its still going.  
However the proof of the cafe  is in the tast-
ing! When you visit, there’s good parking 
right outside; there’s fully disabled access 
and good facilities. And there’s a fun chil-
dren’s corner. Unique to Cornerstone is 
“the marble jar” - this is stocked by contri-

butions from customers, with 
the purpose of provided free 
meals for those who can’t af-
ford one themselves. Obviously 
this is increasingly needed as 
people feel the pressures of the 
cost of living crisis.  
The pick of the menu? Many 
people would say the selection 

of home-made cakes, teas and coffee. Oth-
ers go for the meals, soups and salads all 
prepared on the premises by the skilled 
cooks, while others simply like the friendly 
atmosphere created by the  manager, her 
staff and the volunteers who provide the 
service.  
Of course being a community cafe , it’s not 
only about eating. It hosts a variety of other 
activities, from a stroke recovery group, an 
activity morning for pre-school children 
with their carers, a craft afternoon, differ-
ent games groups, open to anyone, plus 
free wi-fi. Moreover tucked behind the eat-
ing area is the bookshop specialising in 
Bibles, cards, fair-trade goods, and gifts.  
You’ll find a warm welcome when you visit. 

Everything has to 
be checked and 
inspected these 
days, and the fab and 
groovy children's play-
ground on the Rec, next 
to the village hall, that 
East Hanney Parish 
Council (EHPC) have put together, is no 
exception.  
After the PC had stomped up the sum of 
£195 - actually pretty reasonable methinks 
- RoSPA (Royal Society for the Prevention 
of Accidents) came down and inspected the 
equipment in the minutest detail and pre-
pared a great long report...60 plus pages 
and counting!  
Bottom line is that all the equipment is 
very low risk, and RoSPA make only a  

couple of very minor  
recommendations.  
So well done to EHPC for 
providing and maintain-
ing the playground ...rest 
assured mum and dad, 
little - and big! - kiddies 
can play safely in/on it!

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Dear Editor 
Having just read his letter in the August 
issue I am sorry to disillusion Philip Ward 
and any others who think that cyclists do 
not have to obey speed limits; it is my un-
derstanding they do. The Road Traffic Act 
1988 Section 36 sub-section 1 states:  
“Where a traffic sign, being a sign has been 
lawfully placed on or near a road, a person 
driving or propelling a vehicle who fails to 
comply with the indication given by the 
sign is guilty of an offence.” 
NOTE: - A bicycle is, of course, a vehicle be-
ing propelled. 
This is encapsulated very clearly in the 
latest edition of the Highway Code under 
“Rules for Cyclists (59 to 82)”.  
Rule 69 states: “You MUST obey all traffic 
signs and traffic light signals.” 
NOTES–   The “MUST” in upper case is not by 
me; it is in the Highway Code.  
Speed limit signs are some of the many offi-
cial “Traffic Signs” illustrated in the High-
way Code. 
I also see that Mr Ward says that the intro-
duction of 20mph zones has already 
caused some cycling events to be cancelled. 
I wonder why? Could it be because the or-
ganisers realise that unless the riders slow 
down in such zones they would be exceed-
ing the speed limit by much more than they 
ever could in a 30mph zone. So much so 
that it was unlikely to be ignored.  
In such cases the riders may be charged 
with committing an offence which they, the 
organisers, could also be charged with in-
citing. Just a thought. 
In conclusion, Mr Ward's letter confirms 
my belief that many (most) cyclists do not 
know the highway code. They really ought 
to read and abide by it, especially those 
using the roads for group outings or as a 
race training track; it isn't. Unfortunately, I 
have to say, the same lack knowledge also 
applies to many car drivers. Its rules are  

 
 

mandatory for all road users.

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This month’s photo from our  
calendar - copies still available from me  
- is of the Green in East Hanney, looking at 
the thatched cottages on the eastern side. 
In the foreground are a group of children 
holding the chains from what many would 
assume is an enormous  maypole. In fact 
the chains are part of a piece of equipment 
known as a ‘giant stride swing’ with four 
chains and not multiple ribbons that would 
be found on a maypole.  
For reference, the lower pic is of a may-
pole, also on East Hanney’s village green,  
on the other side of the road. 
The calendar pic is part of the Henry Taunt 
collection and was almost certainly taken 
in 1908, or 1905. 
There’s loads of info on the wibbly wobbly 
web about these stride swings which, one 
site informs... “for the first half of the 20th 
century appeared in most school and  
public playgrounds. This ride is one of 
those things that people say is the most 
dangerous of all those on the playground, 
and yet those who've taken a spin agree 
it's the most exciting one of all. In fact, I 
believe this apparatus is banned in many 
areas.” Indeed it now is…’Elf and Safety’ 
saw to that! 
The next pic shows the young ladies of  a 

private girls 
school - the 
North Lon-
don Collegiate school - using a swing ,which it did to...and I 
quote…“promote free and unchecked physical activity as 
a way to develop graceful and flowing movements”. Free 
and unchecked physical activity eh? 
 

Two further points on the top pic….I love the way the little 
girl, far left, is touching the top of her head with the handle 
in a delightfully childlike gesture.  
Also note the very large shadow behind the children, cast 
on this very sunny day I’m almost certain, by the huge tree 
that existed on the village green. The relatively recent pic 
of it on the left I don’t think does it justice.
