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My dear friends
'But it can't be that early; we've just got over

the January Sales!' What is that early? - Ash
Wednesday, the beginning of Lent - February
6th and we begin in our parishes on that day:
10.0am - Hanney. Denchworth - 3.0pm. East
Challow - 7.30pm for services of ashes and ded-
ication to 'keep a good Lent'.

The forty days has been designated by the
Church as a time of inward reflection, repen-
tance and renewal as the days get longer in
preparation for spring and the great events of
Easter - the 'bursting from the tomb' to herald
new life for us all. Lent can provide us too with
the need for change and room for improvement.
God knows we need to change. God calls us to
change. God commands us to change. God
empowers us to change.

We are often so busy 'that we do not have time
to 'stop and stare'. I know on a Sunday morning
how conscious I am of having to move at speed
from one parish to the next and the same can be
true during the week. Where? What time? What
next? Who next? So crowded lives need some
time to be less crowded and Lent can be an
opportunity to cut a hole in our time and tal-
ents: to give more time to ourselves - so often
neglected, and through that to God and hence to

others.
LENT BIBLE STUDY- Wednesday February 13
- 7.30( for 5 sessions) - The Vicarage, we shall be
looking at aspects of St Matthew's Gospel and in
particular to the events of the trial, death and
resurrection of Jesus. All are welcome whether
on the journey of faith, or perhaps looking for
some help with considering the joys of under-
standing the word of God.
Finally, an ancient and worthwhile part of Lent
has been 'the giving up' aspect -e.g. the denial of
a favourite chocolate or beverage! The denial is
fine in the respect of a reminder of God's good-
ness to us in the first place, but it is even better
if the money saved goes to some cause dear to
your heart, which will indeed be dear to His.

In whatever way, love and prayers, that we
may keep a Good Lent.

On behalf of us all thank you too to Cathy,
Jenny and Geoff for coming to the aid of Hanney
News. Much appreciated.

* set your thermostat to around 21c (70f) for rooms you use during 
the daytime and heat your bedroom to  least  18°C overnight (consider
using a hot water bottle or electric blanket if your bedroom is cold) 

* stop smoking as this will improve your circulation 
* get a flu jab -  If you are aged 65 or more, have a serious respiratory 

condition, heart, kidney or liver disease, diabetes, lowered immunity, 
multiple sclerosis or other nerve affecting disorder or if you have had 
a stroke, you are entitled to a free flu jab from your family doctor  

* prepare your home for the winter months -  find out if you are 
entitled to financial support by contacting The Warm Front Scheme - 
telephone 0800 072 0151.  If you are over 60 there is money available 
towards winter fuel bills - telephone 08459 151515.  Your energy 
supplier may also be able to offer financial support to improve heating
at home.

E T R (’Ted’) Carter, 1925-2008

To those who have lived in the Hanneys for many years he was simply
’Ted’. To newer villagers who hadn’t got to know him he was the stooped
old former East Hanney baker with the constant smile whose house in
Ashfields Lane was so severely flooded last July.  Until that point, Ted, who
was chairman of East Hanney Parish Council for almost 30 years until the
year 2000, had carried on in his inimitable way clearing out ditches, emp-
tying litter bins, tidying round the village hall, hedge trimming, and doing all
manner of other odd jobs round the village.

I shall remember him for the annual knock on my door asking for my £1
allotment rent. It hasn’t increased in 30 years. Twenty and thirty-some-
things, when they return to East Hanney, reflect on how, as children, they
would engineer trips to Ted’s bakery with their parents because they would
usually return with one of the small odd-size bread rolls he gave to the chil-
dren.

Ted, whose wife Mary died in 1993, was born at the bakery, and took over
the business from his father in 1960. Older residents remember him deliv-
ering bread round the villages on his bike, with its strengthened small front
wheel, and later in a small van.

Ted loved Hanney, and this was manifested in the way he gave of his time
selflessly. As another former chairman of East Hanney Parish Council said:
"He would always lend a hand when needed."

W ith his parochial outlook and strong sense of place it would be easy to
label Ted as one of a ’dying breed’. I prefer to say that his simple, but total-
ly sound, vision meant that he realised to the full the value of living in a
vibrant village community, and lived out this belief to the end. 

The memorial service for Ted, who died peacefully at his son’s house on
Boxing Day 2007, will be at St James, West Hanney on Sat 16th Feb at
12.00, followed by refreshments in the Village Hall. The service to cele-
brate Ted s life is expected to be well-attended and all are welcome.
